Bearing Witness: Works from the Collection 
January 14 to March 10, 2012 
 

Socially engaged works of art offer a powerful means  of communicating the human 
experience. They bring attention to political violen ce, unjust social realities and man’s 
inhumanity to man. Drawn from the Vancouver Art Gal lery’s permanent collection, this 
exhibition brings together the work of 27 artists who  examine industrial exploitation, large-
scale government action, the atrocities of war, the  history of slavery, and the representation 
of women in society. The strategies and aims of the se artists are as distinctive as the visual 
languages they employ. The photographers, Margaret Bourke-White and Robert Capa, for 
example, saw their role as creating a record through  the documentation of unfolding 
events. The painters Leon Golub and Nancy Spero responded to events with work that 
incited debate and galvanized communities. Others, such as Barbara Kruger and 
Magdalena Campos-Pons, are committed to exposing his torical invisibility. Provocative and 
unsettling, the images in this exhibition bear witne ss to the powerful forces that shape our 
lives and world.

The camera phone has created immediacy in photograp hy in a way never seen before in 
the history of image making and image publishing. Ph otographers are now able to post 
their snap shots of events and moments to social me dia and photo sharing websites within 
seconds of image capture; subsequently rendering th e printed hard copy photograph out-
dated and unnecessary. Sarah Jules captures moments of intimacy that hint at greater 
narratives through her iPhone. She weaves a story from her experiences and travels through 
these snapshots shown on video monitors and the pri nted image.

Esther Shalev-Gerz 
WHITE-OUT: Between Telling and Listening 
March 24 to June 16, 2012 
 
Esther Shalev-Gerz is internationally recognized for her investigations into the nature of 
democracy, citizenship, cultural memory, and spatia l politics. Made in Sweden, WHITE-
OUT: Between Telling and Listening , presents a kind of portrait. One comprised of fug itive 
stories—stories that exist fleetingly between the ac tual and the fictional, between the 
imagined and the experienced.  
 
The portrait subject is Åsa Simma, a woman who is both Sami (the indigenous peoples of 
Northern Sweden, Finland, Norway and Russia) and Swedish. One of two backlit projections 
in the gallery presents Åsa Simma, seen in her home in Stockholm, as she responds to 
Shalev-Gerz’s off-screen reading of Sami and Swedish texts. Simma responds by providing 
an intimate account of her experience growing up in these two cultures. The texts are from 
aural and written sources: myths, fiction and other  literatures, travel stories, historical and 
archival materials, and articles from newspapers and magazines. They cover topics such as 
nature, war, love, desire, gender and the role and conditions of women and children. In the 
other projection on a facing screen, in a loop film ed in her place of origin in the far north of 
Sweden, Åsa Simma attentively and silently listens to her own story.  
 
The installation includes photographic images showi ng the vaults of the Museum of History 
in Stockholm, which commissioned this work and where it was first presented. These 
images offer views of crates and storage areas cont aining the museum’s collections 
materials. Åsa Simma's awareness of her own duality offers the potential for conversation, 
which is encouraged by the dialogic form of the wor k. Subverting the dominant history and 
favouring subjective histories, WHITE-OUT: Between Telling and Listening, explores 
personal and collective memories by enacting a spac e for the possible reconciliation of 
cultural tensions and differences. In these aspects, and others, it recalls Stan Douglas’ 
Klatsassin, works by several artists in the TRUTH or FICTION? exhibition, and other artists 
and works recently presented by Kamloops Art Gallery .

Willie Doherty: Passages TBC 
Organized by Prefix ICA 
October 20 to December 31, 2012 
 
The work of internationally renowned Northern Irish artist Willie Doherty has been shown at 
the São Paulo, Istanbul and Venice Biennials and has been exhibited in solo exhibitions at 
galleries in Zürich, Dublin, Berlin and Madrid. Sin ce the mid 1990s, Doherty has created 
photographs and video installations that have consi stently addressed problems of 
representation, territoriality and surveillance as well as the politics and rhetoric of identity, 
especially in his native Northern Ireland. Dealing with the weight of decades of conflict, 
Doherty’s work addresses the tensions that exist betw een subject and place. Borrowed 
from Prefix ICA, this exhibition encompasses seminal  video works by Doherty, including 
Passage, a single-channel video installation shot at night  in a wasteland bordering a 
highway, which depicts a repeated momentary glance between two young men crossing 
paths in this interstitial zone. Doherty’s work is e mbedded in the politics of the changing 
social landscape of Northern Ireland and engages th e viewer in the undercurrent of 
tensions of living in a divided society.

About Kamloops Art Gallery 
 
Incorporated in 1978, Kamloops Art Gallery serves r esidents and visitors in Kamloops (pop. 
82,000) and the surrounding Thompson-Nicola Regiona l District (pop. 124,000) and 
secondarily, a national and international audience.  
 
In 1998 KAG moved to a purpose-built civic building  designed by award-winning architects 
Peter Cardew & Nigel Baldwin that also houses Thomp son-Nicola Regional District offices 
and Kamloops Library. The 20,853 square foot Gallery  includes 4,500 square feet of 
exhibition space, an admissions/store area, two mult ipurpose studio/workshop/lecture 
rooms, a packing and acclimatization area, the colle ction storage vault with an adjoining 
workroom, and administration and curatorial offices and a research library on a mezzanine 
above. In 2006 KAG was designated a Category “A” in stitution, pursuant to the Cultural 
Property Export and Import Act. 
 
Governed by a Board of Trustees, KAG maintains an effective organizational structure. KAG 
receives financial support from three levels of gov ernment. Revenues consist of 
approximately 72% from grants and public sector fund ing, 23% from self generated 
income, and 5% from private sector income (based on  2010 figures). 
 
KAG hosts approximately 30,000 visitors annually and  enjoys a national reputation for its 
touring exhibitions, publications, and relationship s with national and international artists, 
curators, critics and scholars. KAG is well respected for its outreach, exhibitions, events and 
educational programs involving both contemporary an d historical art. The collection of 
nearly 2,700 works of art reflects the Gallery’s exh ibition and publishing focus that engages 
a broad range of media and ideas. In 2005 KAG co-co mmissioned with the Morris and 
Helen Belkin Art Gallery Canada’s participation in t he 51st Venice Biennale with artist 
Rebecca Belmore.
