2010 Exhibition Synopsis

Two Visions: Emily Carr and Jack Shadbolt
January 24 to March 31, 2010

Two Visions: Emily Carr and Jack Shadboltexamines the important relationship
between two of British Columbia’s most celebrated a rtists. Carr’'s paintings and
sketches of west coast forests and First Nations com munities have shaped BC'’s visual
identity and continue to be deeply influential for artists in the region. Jack Shadbolt,
who came to Canada as a young child, was among the artists inspired by Carr. He
responded enthusiastically to British Columbia’s na tural setting, which he rendered
according to the modernist trends of twentieth cent ury art. By examining points of
similarity and difference between the two artists, Two Visions reveals Shadbolt's
struggle to find a unique artistic voice, while ack nowledging Carr’s influential role in
the art of this province. The exhibition also celebr ates Shadbolt’s significant
contribution to Canadian painting on the 100th anni versary of his birth.

Truth or Fiction?
April 4 to May 23

Truth or Fiction? is comprised of installations by four artists % Doug Buis
(Knutsford/Kamloops), Kent Monkman (Toronto), Carol Sawyer (Vancouver) and Camille
Turner (Toronto) % whose work involves fictional characters or personae . The works in
Truth or Fiction? disturb or deny singular official histories. Inste ad, they explore
multiple co-extant truths. Singularly and in combina tion these artists and their works
demonstrate the role of representation in contempor ary art, making evident the artists’
interests in critique, humour and analysis rather t han ‘truth, beauty and verisimilitude.’
The politics of representation are investigated by Camille Turner, whose performances
as Miss Canadiana confront racial and class issuesand by Kent Monkman, whose Miss
Chief Eagle Testicle plays with and challenges stereotypes about sexuality and race.
Installations by Doug Buis and Carol Sawyer involve fictive figures with connections to
the Kamloops region. Along with the politics of rep resentation, the work of these four
artists explores the related terrain of identity pol itics and the social and cultural
construction of identity: Who is represented in art or elsewhere? How are they
represented? In what context are they represented an d with what consequences?

Stan Douglas: Klatsassin
June 6 to September 5, 2010

An internationally renowned Vancouver-based artist, Stan Douglas has often taken
British Columbia sites and stories as inspiration for his critically acclaimed cinematic art
works. His work consistently and provocatively explor es narratives of place in relation
to conventional ideas about truth and the singular official historical record.

Klatsassincalls attention to how forces of colonialism and ¢ apitalism have marked the
land and its stories. The video was shot on locatio n in the Cariboo and Chilcotin
districts of British Columbia, and on a studio back lot in Vancouver. In addition the
exhibition includes location photographs of sites as diverse as Barkerville, Quesnel
Forks, Walhachin and Vancouver, and a series of portraits of the generically identified
characters involved in the video’s narrative.

Klatsassinis set in the historical context of the Gold Rush a nd annexations of land
along Canada’s west coast. The work is named after a Tsihqot'in Chief who was
accused of murder and of leading an insurrection th at led to the Chilcotin War of 1864,
offering diverse perspectives on the story’s pivota | event. The scenes in Klatsassindo
not unfold in a logical order but in various random combinations, during which each of
the story’s players tells his version of events. The relentlessly recombining stories
disturb memory, time, perspective and the notion of a single authoritative truth.

Pandora’s Box / Bearing Gifts: The Myth of Pandora
October 17, 2010 to January 2, 2011

Pandora’s Box offers an update on feminist thought, iterated by artists from diverse
ethnic and cultural perspectives. Pandora’s Box also offers a new twist on the myth of
Pandora, the first woman in Greek mythology. Pandora has been described as both a
great goddess, responsible for bearing gifts from t he universe to humankind, and as a
mortal woman, blamed for unleashing all of the worl d’s evil. Pandora is consequently a
subtle, complex and revealing symbol of the feminine . In the context of this exhibition
Pandora is not a demonised figure but, like the art work, comes to us bearing gifts.

Ten international female artists are represented in Pandora’s Box: Laylah Ali, Ghada
Amer, Shary Boyle, Amy Cutler, Chitra Ganesh, Wangechi Mutu, Annie Pootoogook,
Leesa Streifler, Kara Walker and Su-en Wong. The artsts challenge, appropriate and
critique patriarchal myths, archetypes that claim u niversality and various fairy tales, to
make them a more accurate mirror of female experience across a range of socio-
historical contexts.

Concurrent with Pandora's Box, and as an adjunct to it, KAG will present a group
exhibition composed of works drawn from the permanent collection that address ideas
about identity and the politics of representation.

The Cube and Gallery Under Glass

Coinciding with main exhibitions, four curated exhi bitions per year present work by
local and regional artists in The Cube and Gallery Under Glass.

About Kamloops Art Gallery

Incorporated in 1978, Kamloops Art Gallery serves r esidents and visitors in Kamloops
(pop. 82,000) and the surrounding Thompson-Nicola R egional District (pop. 124,000)
and secondarily, a national and international audie nce.

In 1998 KAG moved to a purpose-built civic building designed by award-winning
architects Peter Cardew & Nigel Baldwin that also h ouses Thompson-Nicola Regional
District offices and Kamloops Library. The 20,853 square foot Gallery includes 4,500
square feet of exhibition space, an admissions/store area, two multipurpose
studio/workshop/lecture rooms, a packing and acclimat ization area, the collection
storage vault with an adjoining workroom, and admini stration and curatorial offices and
a research library on a mezzanine above. In 2006 KAG was designated a Category “A”
institution, pursuant to the Cultural Property Expor t and Import Act.

Governed by a Board of Trustees, KAG maintains an effective organizational structure.
KAG receives financial support from three levels of government. Revenues consist of
approximately 57% from grants and public sector fund ing, 32% from self generated
income, and 11% from private sector income (2008).

KAG hosts approximately 33,000 visitors annually and enjoys a national reputation for
its touring exhibitions, publications, and relation ships with national and international
artists, curators, critics and scholars. KAG is well respected for its outreach, exhibitions,
events and educational programs involving both cont emporary and historical art. The
collection of nearly 2,600 works of art reflects the Gallery’s exhibition and publishing
focus that engages a broad range of media and ideas . In 2005 KAG co-commissioned
with the Morris and Helen Belkin Art Gallery Canada’ s participation in the 51st Venice
Biennale with artist Rebecca Belmore.
